CIRCULAR 

GUIDING ON THE FOOD SAFETY CONTROL FOR IMPORTED FOODSTUFFS OF PLANT ORIGIN

Pursuant to the Law on Food Safety No. 55/2010/QH12 approved by the National Assembly of Vietnam on June 17, 2010
Pursuant to the Decree No. 38/2012/ND-CP of April 25, 2012 detailing the implementation of some articles of the Food Safety Law;

Pursuant to the Decree No. 199/2013/NĐ-CP of 26 November 2013 of the Government defining the functions, tasks, powers and organizational structure of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development; 

Pursuant to the joint circular No. 13/2014/TTLT-BYT-BNNPTNT-BCT of 9 April 2014 guiding the assignment and coordination in state management on food safety control;
Considering the request of the Directors General of the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department and the Plant Protection Department;

Hereafter is the guide by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development to food safety control for imported foodstuffs of plant origin.

Chapter I

GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. Scope of application 

1. This Circular lays down the modes, procedures for food safety control of imported foodstuffs of plant origin (hereafter referred to as foodstuffs) under jurisdiction of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development; responsibilities and powers of parties concerned;
2. Foodstuffs under the scope of this Circular specified in Appendix 2 of the Joint Circular No.13/2014/TTLT-BYT-BNNPTNT-BCT on April 9, 2014, guiding the assignment and coordination in state management on food safety control;
3. This Circular shall not regulate the plant quarantine operations.
Article 2. Objects of application 

This Circular applies to native and foreign individuals and organizations operating business of imported foodstuffs under jurisdiction of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development. 

Article 3. Imported foodstuffs not subject to food safety inspection

1. Foodstuffs carried along for personal consumption within tax exemption 

2. Foodstuffs in diplomatic bags, consular bags;

3. Foodstuffs in transit, transshipment, import for re-export;
4. Foodstuffs stored in bonded warehouses;

5. Foodstuffs as samples for experiment and research;
6. Foodstuffs served as samples for displaying at fairs and exhibitions.

Article 4. Definition

For the purpose of this Circular, the following definitions shall apply:

1. Imported consignment means an amount of foodstuffs registered for one official inspection.

2. Inspected consignment means an amount of the same-type foodstuffs, the same origin, the same consignee and registered for one official inspection.

3. Noncompliance with food safety regulations means the case in which foodstuffs are detected as not being right type, origin as declared or suspected to be damaged, contaminated with unsafe foreign materials; foodstuffs are detected with chemical residues, microbiological contamination exceeding maximum levels.
4. Serious noncompliance with food safety regulations means the case in which non-compliant foodstuffs risk negative impacts on consumers’ health.

5. Sampling frequency of import consignment means the percentage of consignments sampled in total consignments of import inspection program nationalwide. 

Article 5. Legal basis for inspection 

1. Vietnam and international standards, legislations and technical regulations on food safety.

2.International treaties and bilateral agreements, arrangements on food safety with exporting countries that Vietnam has concluded or approved.
Article 6. Inspection criteria 

Food safety criteria to be tested shall be based on compliance profile of producers and importers; potential food safety risks in production areas or countries of origin; status of consignments and their accompanying documents; as well as list of food safety criteria and maximum levels thereof as prescribed. 
Article 7. Inspecting and supervising bodies 

1. Inspecting bodies at point of entry (border gates) or bonded warehouses: Units under or authorized by the Department of Plant Protection.

2. Inspecting and supervising bodies to products placed on the market under jurisdiction of Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development: Units authorized by the Provincial Department of Agriculture and Rural Development.

3. Inspecting bodies to exporting countries: The National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department in co-ordination with the Plant Protection Department and other relevant agencies.

Article 8. Charges, fees and budget 

1. Inspecting bodies are allowed to collect charges and fees in compliance with regulations in force laid down by the Ministry of Finance.

2. Budget for inspections to exporting countries is covered by the State Budget. The National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department in co-ordination with the Department of Plant Protection sets up and submits annual inspection plan to exporting countries and respective estimated expenses for approval.

3. Budget for inspection and supervision to foodstuffs placed on the market is covered by the State Budget under the framework of the supervision program laid down by Circular 05/2010/TT-BNNPTNT of January 22, 2010 of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development guiding the food hygiene and safety inspection and supervision of agro-products prior to being placed on the market. 
4. The Inspecting bodies shall develop the plan, budget estimates for free-of-charge services (allocated by state budget) to submit the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, the Ministry of Finance for approval for the food safety inspection of imported foodstuffs.
Chapter II

MODES OF FOOD SAFETY INSPECTION
Article 9. Normal inspection
1. Step 1: Registration of exporting countries
a) Exporting countries’ Competent Authorities on Food safety of foodstuffs of plant origin (hereafter referred to as Competent Authorities of exporting countries) prepare and provide the registration documents to the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department for consideration/verification of compliance with the food safety regulations of Vietnam as well as approval in the list of countries allowed to export foodstuffs to Vietnam.
b) Procedure for registration, verification and approval in the list of countries allowed to export foodstuffs to Vietnam are prescribed in the Chapter III of this Circular.
c) Step 1 shall not apply to processed-packaged foodstuffs which were granted the receip of acknowledment conformity to technical regulation or Certificate of conformity to food safety regulations and foodstuffs imported for further processing to re-export.
2. Step 2: Inspection of imported consignments:

a) At point of entry (border gates) or warehouses: to conduct document checks, organoleptic examination and take samples (if required); sampling frequency applied up to 10 percent depending on risk level of foodstuffs; 
b) To apply tightened inspection as prescribed in Article 10 of this Circular if 01 (one) previously inspected consignment has been detected non-compliant with Vietnamese food safety regulations. 

c) Procedure for food safety inspection of imported consignments is laid down in the Chapter IV of this Circular.

3. Step 3: Monitoring foodstuffs after customs clearance:
After customs clearance, imported foodstuffs shall be monitored by relevant authorities as laid down by the Article 19 of this Circular. 

Article 10. Tightened inspection
The tightened inspection shall apply to the cases specified at point b, clause 2, Article 9 of this Circular. The tightened inspection is implemented as follows: 

1. At point of entry (border gates) or bonded warehouses, consignments are subject to document checks and testing at the rate of 30% (of total consignments of the consignee of 01 noncompliant consignment previously). To take samples at the rate of 100% if another 01 (one) consecutive consignments has been detected non-compliant with food safety regulations. In case the testing results of 03 (three) consecutive inspected consignments are satisfactory, normal inspection shall be applied.     

2. The imported consignments subject to this inspection mode (sampling required) shall be kept at the borders, bonded warehouses or warehouses during the analysis as required by inspecting bodies.
3. The procedure for food safety inspection of imported consignments shall be laid down in the Chapter IV of this Circular.
4. The imported consignments are subject to post-customs clearance monitoring by relevant bodies as laid down by Article 19 of this Circular. Noncompliant consignments shall be subject to actions according to provisions of Article 20, Article 21 of this Circular.
Article 11. Reduced inspection
1. This mode shall apply to the cases set forth by item 2, Article 39 of Law on Food Safety and Article 15 of the Decree No. 38/2012/ND-CP. 
2. The procedure for food safety inspection of imported consignments and sampling frequency is implemented in compliance with bilateral agreements, arrangements on mutual recognition of food safety control signed between Vietnam and exporting countries.
Article 12. Customs clearance
Foodstuffs imported into Vietnam shall be inspected, monitored in compliance with regulations in force and only customs-cleared after being granted Quarantine and Food Safety Certificate by the form in Appendix 5 of this Circular.  

Chapter III
REGISTRATION OF EXPORTING COUNTRIES AND ON-SITE INSPECTION TO EXPORTING COUNTRIES 

Article 13. Exporting country’s registration dossiers
Competent Authorities of Exporting countries shall provide the original copy of registration dossiers in English or Vietnamese to the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department, including:

1. Information on food safety control system and capability  of Competent Authorities of exporting countries by the form in Appendix 1.  

2. List of pesticides, plant growth regulators, preservatives used in production, storage and trade of foodstuffs by the form in Appendix 2.

3. Annually-updated Food safety monitoring program of exporting countries for foodstuffs during production, domestic circulation and export.
Article 14. Registration dossiers verification 

1. The National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department, together with the Department of Plant Protection shall verify registration documents as prescribed in Article 13 of this Circular.

2. If the registration dossiers fulfill Vietnamese food safety regulations, the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department will approve the country in the list of countries for exporting foodstuffs of plant origin to Vietnam which is uploaded in the website of the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department (www.nafiqad.gov.vn);
3. If the registration dossiers do not fulfill Vietnamese food safety regulations, the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department shall inform and request exporting country’competent authority for more information. 
Article 15. On-site inspection in exporting countries 

1. When necessary, the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department, together with the Department of Plant Protection shall sets up inspection plan; notify the plan to inspect and co-ordinates with Competent Authorities of exporting countries to conduct on-site inspections to assess food safety control system and food safety conditions of establishments exporting foodstuffs to Vietnam. 

2. Within 30 working days after on-site inspection missions in exporting countries, the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department, together with the Department of Plant Protection shall notify Competent Authorities of exporting countries of inspection results, which point out specific reasons for non-compliant cases.
Chapter IV
REGISTRATION, FOOD SAFETY INSPECTION TO IMPORTED CONSIGNMENT
Article 16. Inspection registration to imported consignments
Consignees shall submit the registration dossier to inspecting body at the point of entry (border gates). The components of registration dossier include:

1. Application for food safety inspection (Application form in Appendix 3);

2. Certificate of Free Sale (CFS) for foodstuffs containing genetically modified organism or irradiated foodstuffs:
The Certificate of Free Sale (CFS) issued by competent authorities of exporting countries is requested in accordance with the Circular No.63/2010/TT-BNNPTNT dated 1st November 2010 of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development guiding on certificate of free sale for import-export products, goods under  jurisdiction of the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development.
Article 17. Inspection items
1. Documentary check: the inspecting bodies shall check the documentary (origin; compliance histories of the consignee, producer, regulations for GMO foodstuffs, irradiated foodstuffs and other relevant regulations);

2. Physical check: the inspecting bodies shall check status of packaging, labeling on arrival of consignment at point of entry (border gates); check the compliance of consignment status with declaration or unexpected signal of potential risks; 
3. Taking sample for testing: 
a) The inspecting bodies shall take samples to test for food safety criterias at registered places according to the inspection mode as laid down in Article 9, Article 10, Article 11 of this Circular.
b) Taking sample for testing should ensure representativeness for the imported foodstuffs and be randomly conducted among the inspected consignments.
4. Making report on food safety inspection and sampling by the form in Appendix 4 of this Circular. 
Article 18. Issuance of the Health Certificate
1. Health Certificate for imported foodstuffs shall be issued as follows:
a) For consignments subject to normal inspection or tightened inspection (in case of no sampling for test): the health certificate will be issued within 01 (one) working day since the consignment arrived at point of entry if the physical check is satisfactory;

   b) For consignments subject to tightened inspection (in case of sampling for test requested): the health certificate will be issued within 01 (one) working day of receipt of satisfactory physical check and testing results from designated laboratories.
 2. A Notification of Non-compliance shall be granted (by the form in Appendix 6 of this Circular) within 01 (one) working day of receipt of unsatisfactory testing results. 
3. Duration of taking and delivering samples, testing and delivering testing results shall be no longer than 10 working days.
Article 19. Monitoring items to imported foodstuffs placed on the market 

1. Checks on conditions of storage, packaging and labelling (if any) of foodstuffs placed on the market as laid down in item 2, Article 7 of this Circular;

2. Checks on information, origin of imported consignments;
3. Sampling for analysis at designated laboratories when non-compliance is detected or suspected or on request of relevant competent authorities.
4. Traceability, recalling and handling of noncompliant consignments under the provisions of Circular No. 74/2011 /TT-BNNPTNT dated October 30th 2011 laying down traceability, recalling and handling of unsafe agro-forestry food products under jurisdiction of the Ministry of Agriculture and rural Development.
Chapter V

ACTIONS TO NON-COMPLIANCE

Article 20. For non-compliant foodstuffs
1. Foodstuffs detected with serious non-compliance shall be re-exported. 

2. Foodstuffs detected with serious non-compliance and not able for re-export shall be destroyed;
3. Competent Authority of the exporting country shall be required to co-ordinate in the investigation of causes of non-compliance and apply corrective actions.

4. Non-compliance cases shall be notified to relevant national competent authorities for recalling, handling and supervision during handling of serious-noncompliant consignments.   
Article 21. For exporting countries

1. Import shall be suspended from exporting countries in case inspection results as prescribed in Article 15 show that the food safety control system of exporting countries has not yet fully met relevant food safety requirements.
2. The import suspension shall be lifted when follow-up inspection results show that Competent Authorities of exporting countries take food safety control measures in compliance with relevant food safety requirements. 

Chapter VI
RESPONSIBILITIES AND POWERS 

Article 22. Responsibilities of the inspecting bodies  
1. Inspecting bodies at point of entries (border gates) or warehouses: 
a) To perform inspection to imported consignments; to issue Certificate of Food safety or Notification of Non-compliance for imported consignments as set forth in Chapter III of this Circular; 

b) To ensure the accuracy, honesty and objectivity of inspection results; strictly comply with sampling and inspection procedures as regulated (including sampling for re-testing on request);
c) To co-ordinate with Vietnam Customs to carry out inspection to imported consignments, take handling measures against non-compliant consignments and supervision of handling process;
d) To notify to the Plant Protection Department within 01 (one) working day of detection of non-compliant consignments for report to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (via the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department). 
e) To collect charges and fees as regulated.
2. Monitoring and inspecting bodies to imported foodstuffs placed on the market: 
a) To inspect and monitor the imported foodstuffs placed on the market as laid down in Article 19 of this Circular;
b) To timely notify to the Department of Agriculture and Rural Development of noncompliant foodstuffs placed on the market;
c) To trace back, recall and handle noncompliant consignments in accordance with the Circular 74/2011/TT-BNNPTNT dated 30th October 2011 on receipt of notification of serious noncompliance;

3. On-site inspecting bodies: 

a) To set up inspection plan and conduct inspection in exporting countries following the decision setting up inspection mission by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development.  
b) To co-ordinate with Competent Authorities of exporting countries to carry out on-site inspection;
c) To submit inspection reports to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development no later than 15 days after the inspection mission in the exporting country;
d) To provide Competent Authorities of exporting countries with on-site inspection report as laid down in Article 15 of this Circular.
Article 23. Powers of the inspecting bodies  

1. To request consignees to provide with relevant documents of inspected consignments.

2. To take samples and perform inspection to imported consignments in compliance with the procedures laid down by this Circular.

3. To decide handling measures and supervise the handling to non-compliant consignments. 

Article 24. Responsibilities of consignees  
1. To import foodstuffs as laid down in items a, b of Article 18 of this Circular only; imported foodstuffs shall be packed or stored in proper means; labeled in compliance with labelling regulations in force. 
2. To register for food safety inspection as prescribed in Article 16 of this Circular;

3. To facilitate the inspection, sampling and supervision of foodstuffs in compliance with regulations in force;
4. To provide with all relevant documents and evidence for inspection and traceability;

5. To execute decisions on handling of administrative offences and be subject to supervision by competent authorities;
6. To trace back, recall and handle unsafe imported consignments in accordance with the Circular No.74/2011/TT-BNNPTNT dated 30th October 2011 on receipt of notification of serious-noncompliant consignment.
7. To pay inspection and testing fees and charges in compliance with regulations in force laid down by the Ministry of Finance and bear all expenses arising from application of handling measures against non-compliant consignments;
8. To bear all expenses arising from storage of imported consignments until testing results or decision from competent authorities. 
Article 25. Powers of consignees  

1. To require inspecting bodies to review inspection results or perform the re-inspection.  
2. To file a complaint and denouncement according to relevant regulations in force 

Chapter VII
ORGANIZATION OF IMPLEMENTATION 

Article 26. National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department 

1. To be contact point to receive registration documents for export of foodstuffs to Vietnam from Competent Authorities of exporting countries; communicate with Competent Authorities of exporting countries about inspection plan (if necessary) and submit the Minister for setting up inspection mission to exporting countries;
2. To take responsibility, in coordination with the Department of Plant Protection:

a) To publish lists of countries signing agreements of mutual recognition with Vietnam, lists of countries approved to export their foodstuffs to Vietnam; communicate with Competent Authorities of exporting countries about non-compliance cases and request to investigate non-compliance causes and take corrective actions.
b) To conduct on-site inspection for food safety control system and food safety conditions of exporting establishments;
c) To trace back, recall and treat consignments detected with serious violation of food safety regulations;
d) To submit to the Minister of Argiculture and Rural Development decisions on import suspension or lift of import suspension in accordance with the Article 21 of this Circular.
  
3. To submit annual or unexpected reports (on request) to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development on food safety inspection performance of imported foodstuffs. 
  
4. To set up annual inspection plan, respective estimated expenses (allocated by state budget) for on-site inspection in exporting countries and imported foodstuffs (for free-of-charge services), join and strike a balance of these expenses to annual budget estimates of  the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development in compliance with State Budget Law and its guiding documents.
Article 27. Plant Protection Department 

 
1. To direct and supervise Plant Protection Department’s affiliates or authorized units:


a) To perform food safety inspection and issuance of Certificates of food safety or Notification of non-compliance;


b) To co-ordinate with concerned competent authorities to handle non-compliant consignments and supervise the handling process.
2. To instruct authorized units of Provincial Departments of Agriculture and Rural Development to carry out inspection and supervision of imported foodstuffs placed on the local market;
3. To notify promptly in writing to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (via the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department) of imported consignments detected noncompliant or serious-noncompliant to trace back, recall, handle the consignments as well as notify to competent Authority of the exporting country.
To submit the annual or unexpected reports (on request) on food safety inspection of imported foodstuffs to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (via the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department);

4. To co-ordinate with the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department to perform activities as laid down in Item 2, Article 26 of this Circular.

5. To set up annual inspection plan to imported foodstuffs and respective estimated expenses for free-of-charge services (allocated by state budget), join and strike a balance of these expenses to annual budget estimates of  the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development in compliance with State Budget Law and its guiding documents.
Article 28. Departments of Agriculture and Rural Development in provinces/cities under the Central Government

1. To direct subordinating units on assignment to carry out inspection and supervision of imported foodstuffs placed on the local market in compliance with guidance of concerned Departments; 

2. To timely notify the Department of Plant Protection and the National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department of non-compliance cases of imported foodstuffs placed on the local market; 

3. To co-ordinate with concerned competent authorities to trace back, recall non-compliant consignments and supervise the handling process;

4. To submit the annual or unexpected reports (on request) on food safety inspection and supervision of imported foodstuffs to the Department of Plant Protection for comprehensive reports to the Minister; 
5. To set up and submit for approval the annual inspection plan to imported foodstuffs on assignment and respective estimated expenses.
Chapter VII 

ENFORCEMENT 

Article 29. Entry into force  
1.  This Circular shall come into force as of July 01st November 2014;

2. This Circular shall replace Circular No.13/2011/TT-BNNPTNT of 16th March 2011 and Circular No. 05/2013/TT-BNNPTNT of 21st January 2013 as well as the join enactment No.03/VBHN-BNNPTNT of 19th December 2013 for guiding on the food safety control for imported foodstuffs of plant origin. 
Article 30. Amendment  
During enforcement, all involved units submit reports on difficulties to the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (via National Agro-Forestry-Fisheries Quality Assurance Department and Department of Plant Protection) for consideration and appropriate amendment./.
